Transcending Character

Some of our best and most successful women comics perform in character or more theatrical modes. This workshop addresses the key skills and issues of doing so, but also explores how to utilise this practise in developing the conventional straight standup work that is prevalent in the mainstream of the live circuit.

Climbing the greasy pole

You’re pretty funny – now you have to go out and get some gigs. Then you have to get good gigs. Then you have to get paid to do good gigs. Then you have to start thinking about Festivals and touring. Does it ever end? Well, no. But this workshop is where it starts.
Front up: So You Think You Can Tell a Joke?

Have you got a new and risky idea? Something that you love but just doesn’t work like it should? Are you surrounded by well meaning but ultimately unhelpful friends who tell you everything you do is fabulous, regardless of how it actually is?

This workshop does it Idol-style, as we take turns presenting our work to each other. Your peers rotate through a panel and give explicit feedback – sometimes articulating your opinion of comedy is as instructive and challenging as crafting it in the first place.

It’s okay, no ego-busting allowed, you’ll hear the truth, but the way Marcia would put it, not Kyle.
